POOL RULES 2005

GENERAL

1. The Lifeguard is in charge and has full authority to enforce all rules, both written and unwritten.

2. All Pool facilities are for the sole use of Laurel Spring’s homeowners and their guests. (Please see guest policy)

3. Absolutely NO GLASS inside the pool area.  You will be warned once and fine $25 if problem persists.

4. Horseplay, running, pushing, dunking, or excessive splashing is not permitted.

5. Please shower before entering the pool.

6. Admission to the pool may be refused to anyone with infectious disease, or rashes.

7. Profanity, improper behavior, or vulgar remarks are prohibited.

8. Keep your guests to a min. number at one time or register to have a party.   See Party Rules.

9. The lifeguard may prohibit the use of floats at his/her discretion.  

10. Calling for “help” when not in need of help is forbidden.

11. Lifeguard stands are off limits to anyone, except the Lifeguards.

12. Diving is permitted only in water more than (5) feet deep.  No diving in shallow water!

13. No tennis balls or other such round, hard toys allowed in the pool.

14. Only people 16 years of age and older are allowed in the pool during “Free Swim.”

15. No pets allowed inside the pool area.

16. No one under the influence of alcohol or drugs is allowed in the pool area.

17. Children under the age of 12 MUST be accompanied and supervised by an adult resident over the age of eighteen (18) at all times. This will be strictly enforced.

18. For the purposes of keeping the pool and pool deck sanitary and free of pests, please keep food and beverages in the designated “eating area” at the southwest end of the lap pool.  Please clean up after yourself and dispose of all trash properly.  This has been a real problem.  Fines and/or suspension of privileges may occur for abuse.  Notify a Lifeguard if the TRASH CANS are FULL or have attracted ants- this is part of the lifeguards' pool duties.  
19. Food and drinks are strictly prohibited within 3 feet of the pool.
20. Underage drinking of alcohol is strictly prohibited.

21. No bikes/scooters (manual or powered)/skateboards or any other wheeled device allowed into the pool area.  Racks are provided outside the pool area and are to be used at all times.

22. Any small child not fully potty trained or less than 36 months must have a swim diaper and rubber pants on at all times upon entering any of the pools.                                                                   THIS IS FOR YOUR HEALTH AND SAFETY.

23. Only proper bathing suits may be worn in the pool.  Cut-offs and/or shorts or belts are NOT allowed.  They damage the pool and slide surfaces.                                                                                                                                                                     

WADING POOL

1. Parents are responsible for children in the wading pool.  The wading pool is not guarded; therefore, parents must be at the wading pool watching their children.

2. Children age 5 and under are allowed to use the wading pool.

SLIDE

1. ONLY ONE PERSON ON SLIDE AT A TIME!

2. Please obey stationed lifeguard at all times!
3. Wait until the previous swimmer moves out of the way, towards the stairs, before sliding.  Otherwise, you could be injured or harm others.

4. Coast Guard Approved Lifejackets may be worn on slide.  

5. No boards/floats/devices of any type are allowed on the slide.  NO arm FLOATIES, tubes, waist belts permitted.  
6. Slide only in the seated, feet-first position.
7. If the slide water is OFF, the slide is CLOSED.
